7. Methodology

Instruction is done via indoor classes, syndicate works.

Theory: formal lectures of 45 minutes

Practice: daily syndicate work in the form of a discussion/ elaboration of case studies

External contribution: guest instructors from NATO CCOE, USA and The Netherlands.

8. Preliminary requirements

Students will be given a pre-course package they should read through before leaving for the course. The pre-course package covers the background information used for the syndicate works. The main objective of the course is to get through on the mission specific topics, and experiences. Due to the limited time there is no opportunity to cover the basic CIMIC skills and doctrines/TTPs. 

A multi-choice test (final test) based on the content of the course will be held at the end of the course.

9. Learning objectives

Upon completing the course, students should be capable of

· introduction to PRT models

· PRT approaches

· CIMIC work within PRT framework 

· using interpreters

· developing negotiation skills

· able to conduct key leader engagement tasks
