3. Direct payment of the students invoice 
 

CCOE takes care about your course administration and execution.  
In order to avoid prepayment, there is an application deadline of  
6 weeks before the respective CCOE courses start.  
The invitation letter for the respective course in the ePRIME database will show how to 
follow these procedures.  
Attention:  NATO HQ decides, whether they will reimburse money for all course appli-
cants or only for a few, if several persons from one partner nation attend a course.
